John 19:16-42:                    Jesus’ Crucifixion, Death and Burial
Parallel Passages: Matt 27:27-66; Mark 15:16-47; Luke 23:26-56
“Jesus our Lord… who was delivered for our offences” Romans 4:25

“He that spared not His own Son, but delivered Him up for us all, how shall He not with Him also freely give us all things?” Romans 8:32

 

1.    Jesus’ crucifixion (vs 16-18). Why did Jesus have to be crucified? What prophecies were fulfilled in these verses?
 
2.    Why was the superscription (sign) on the cross (v 19-22) written in 3 languages? Any significance?
 
3.    7 times Jesus spoke while on the Cross. 3 of those saying are recorded in John: (vs 26-28, 30). Here is a quote from A.W.Pink: “The first, the word of forgiveness, for His enemies (Luke 23:34). The second, the word of salvation, to the dying thief (Luke 23:42,43). The third, the word of affection, to and for His mother (John 19:28). The fourth, the word of anguish, to God (Matt. 27:46). The fifth, the word of suffering, to the spectators (John 19:30). The sixth, the word of victory, to His people (John 19:30). The seventh, the word of contentment, to the Father (Luke 23:46).
 
         What lessons are there in the words Jesus spoke to His mother and to John?
         What can we learn from Jesus’ words: “I thirst.” Note that Jesus suffered all His great physical sufferings with not a word. Why was this alone spoken?
         “It is finished.” In the original, it is one word: “Finished!” What was finished? What does this mean to you?
 
4.    In what way was Jesus’ death (v 30)different from all other people’s?
 
5.    What two amazing occurrences are recorded in verses 33 & 34? Therefore John inserts the comment in verse 35  that he is an eye-witness and he affirms he speaks the truth. What can we learn from these 2 truths?
 
6.    An amazing contrast is found in the last section (vs 38-42). The disciples who were not ashamed to call Him Lord and Master when Jesus was not popular during His earthly ministry have now fled in fear. Two disciples who were ashamed and fearful to confess Him during His ministry now come forward boldly to Pilate and before all the chief priests and Pharisees, who were at their peak of power and enmity. What can we learn?
