How is King Jesus Christ the Saviour? (2)
1) He brings the Father’s word to sinners   2) He represents His people before the Father’s throne   3) He frees and governs His Father’s chosen people

I. Jesus is the Saviour by preaching the Father’s word to sinners
A. Jesus always was foremost a preacher of the Word: Luke 24:27

     1. this is also the main task of a Christian church: 1 Cor. 4:1; 2 Tim. 4:2

B. Jesus revealed the Father’s hidden counsel and will of God regarding our redemption
      1. First part: God calls you to repentance from your sins (Mark 1:15)


a. no problem in bigger than our spiritual problem (Mark 2:5)

b. no solution is better than the Kingdom of God


c. to enter that Kingdom life the Father demands our repentance (Acts 17:30)
      2. Second part: God message includes the offers forgiveness (Mark 1:15)


a. Jesus has revealed God as ready to pardon (Gen. 3:15; Ex. 34:6-7; Is. 55)


b. Jesus also revealed God (and He Himself) is able to pardon (Mark 2:5-11)


        ● why did this action bring such a reaction? 


        ● to prove His authority He performed the miracle of healing 


d. Do you believe this part of Jesus message? 

II. Jesus Christ is the Saviour by representing His followers before His Father’s throne
A. Besides being the Father’s prophet, Jesus is also the Father’s priest 

     1. His ‘good news’ is that He was given and gave Himself as the representative Adam

     2. In order to deal with our deepest problem, He walked the deepest road 


a. consider again Mark 2:9: Is the answer really what it appears? 

b. the heart of Gospel:  forgiveness through substitution (John 1:29; 1 John 2:1)

c. this ministry of Christ is still continuing in heaven (Matt 10:32)

B. Has this great prophet Jesus Christ opened your eyes for His priestly ministry?        

      1. He often needs to break down before He builds up (Mark 8:31-33) 

      2. Yet at last they all embraced the ‘cross of Jesus Christ’ as Gospel (Gal. 2:21; 6;14) 

III. Jesus Christ is the Saviour by freeing and governing His Father’s chosen people
A. It is the exercise of His Kingly office that brings sinners to repentance and faith
     1. All that the Father has given Him, shall come to Him (John 6:37; 45 

a. He draws by giving His Word a kingly and irresistible power of attraction

b. He draws by inclining your heart to will … to leave sins/idols you cleave to

c. He draws by enabling you to cut out right eye/right hand sources of sin

d. He draws as King by opening our eyes for His glory as ‘able Saviour’

e. He draws by bringing our heart to ‘come to and rest in Him’ 

B. It is also the exercise of His Kingly office that keeps believers in faith (1 Peter 1:5)                   

     1. Believers don’t only need the King to enter the way but also to walk in the way

a. God’s way hardly ever leads where we hope it will lead (Ps. 77:19-20)


b. Yet God’s hand will guide and cheer along the way (Ps. 23; John 16:33b)

      1. Not by trying to earn it – somehow making you acceptable by what you are or do
      2. But by embracing God’s method of peace in Jesus Christ with all your heart
