V. Sardis: The Dying Church

VI. Philadelphia: The Obedient Church  
A. Jesus has only good to say about His visit to Philadelphia 
     1. He noticed their love and dedication (vs. 8) in using open doors (vs. 7)  
 
     2. He promised them success (vs. 9)  
 
     3. He promised to preserve them (vs. 10) and secure them (vs. 11-12)  
 
Vision: Let love to Me be seen in your faithful witness of Me  
 
VII. Laodicea: The sickening Church   
A. They received Jesus harshest and most rebuking words (14-16 
 
B. Lao is the only church in which Jesus saw nothing worth praising  
 
C. Yet, surprisingly Jesus preached here His warmest Gospel ministry (vs. 18-20) 
 
Vision:  Let your love to Me be seen in a burning Gospel ministry to unworthy 
 sinners
