A. The fallen man’s ideas about God are unworthy of His glorious Being  
     1. God is not like us: Ps. 50:21  
 
     2. God is no therapist but a Holy Judge: Ps. 50:1-4  
 
B. If God’s glory is not growing on you, the Gospel remains unattractive news!

I. HAVE YOU LEARNED TO SEE AND CONFESS HIM AS YOUR ONLY HIGH PRIEST ALREADY?  
A. None can face God and live: Ex. 33:20  
 
B. No one can face God for us but the only High Priest He gave: Heb. 7:27   
     1. He appeased God’s holy wrath but His sacrifice (Romans 5:9-11) 
 
 
C. If you are a true believer, the CoF 21 is your confession!  
   
 
II. ARE YOU RESTING UPON JESUS’ SATISFACTION OF GOD’S HOLY DEMANDS?  
A. Jesus invites all laboring and heavy-laden souls to rest in Him (Matt. 11:28)  
     1. Jesus’ labor satisfies God’s holy justice: Heb. 10:14; 7:25-27 
 
     2. this ‘satisfaction’ is the rest He invites us to enter into: Heb. 3:7-4:6 
 
 
III. IS JESUS BECOME MORE PRECIOUS TO YOU THAN YOUR LIFE AND LIBERTY?  
A.  Thousands of martyrs died for confession the content of Art. 21: why? 
      1. Because Jesus became more precious to them than life and liberty 
 
B. Is He becoming more precious to you as your Only High Priest for you?
